FAÇADE AND SECOND STORY DEVLEOPMENT

3 to 1 MATCH GRANT PROGRAM

PURPOSE

To aesthetically improve and maintain the historic and architectural character of the structures in the downtown district and to encourage development of second story living.
MISSION

To preserve historic downtown Laramie while enhancing its economic and social vitality. 

ELIGIBLE IMPROVEMENTS
Remodeling, installation and additions to the facade are eligible for grant funds contingent on the use of the downtown Design Guidelines. These funds are for modification or preservation of the façade and not for normal maintenance and repair. Specific improvements the funds can be for are: new paint, signage, awnings, shutters (excluding hurricane type), doors, windows, siding, fencing, walkway pavers, landscaping, exterior lighting and exterior architectural amenities.
Grant funds can also be used for second story residential development that meets City codes and provides safe, comfortable housing options downtown. Monies can cover projects that improve a living space, keep with the historic nature of the building OR for new construction that modifies a previously unused or under utilized space. 

Plans must be reviewed by Laramie Main Street prior to approval. 

ELIGIBILE APPLICANT
Property owners or tenants, with written permission of the property owner, within the designated Downtown Development Authority boundary are eligible to apply for Facade and Second Story Development Grant funds. The grant offers up to a maximum amount of $1,000 per project.

SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS

1.  Complete, sign and return the application to Laramie Main Street. If the applicant is the owner of the building, please summit a copy of the property tax bill to verify ownership. A tenant needs a notarized letter of approval from the property owner. 

2.  Submit a detailed written summary and sketch of improvements or modifications along with samples when applicable and a color photograph of the existing structure. Images or graphics can be emailed to mainstreet@laramiewy.org 
3.  Construction and cost estimates of each improvement project. 

4.  Evidence that the grantee complies with the City of Laramie Building Codes and the downtown Design Guidelines.  

5.  Demonstrate matching funds and the source and amount of the funds. Matching funds must be a three to one match, i.e. you spend $3,000 and LMS provides $1,000.
